Meeting called to order at 7:09 p.m.   Present: Jon Raker, Bill Patterson, Chuck Shufflebarger, Butch Sutton (late), Brian Bosma, Eric Reedy, Mike Dutton, Eric Brown, Kim McKee, Kevin Skipper, Troy Wymer.





OLD BUSINESS:


1.  Show following changes to October 29 minutes:


a)  S&S bid for engine was for $191,541 for truck only.  This did not include any of the equipment.  Equipment bid was found further back in the packet and was for $102, 454 bringing the total S&S bid for the engine to $293,995.





b)  Vogelpohl Fire bid for the rescue was listed at $303, 660.  However, they were misquoted a price on the defibrillators from Zoll.  The actual price should be $307,182.








NEW BUSINESS


1. Report from truck committee, Jon Raker, who met with Carey Slauter and Joe Marsh.


Engine -


a)  S&S bid was denied immediately because they ran specs for an elliptical tank and that was not what was in our specification packet.  That bid was for $293,995.


b)  Donley Fire bid was for $277, 445.  They were the overall cheapest bid and they met


all specifications.  It would be manufactured by E-One.  Jon recommended accepting this bid.


c)  Vogelpohl Fire bid was for $284, 880.  It would be manufactured by Ferrara. After talking with service representatives, it was decided that maintenance on this truck could be a problem. 


	Rescue - *see attachment A


a)  Vogelpohl Fire bid was for $307, 182.  It would be manufactured by Ferrara.  Delivery time approximately 210-240 days.


b)  Donley Fire bid was for $318, 471.  It would be manufactured by E-One.  Delivery time approximately 150 days.


Brian Bosma reported that he felt comfortable with the bidding procedures.  Motion by Chuck and 2nd by Jon to accept the Donley Engine bid at $277,445 and to accept the Donley Rescue bid at $318,471.  Vogelpohl Rescue bid was declined due to the facts set forth in Attachment A.





2.  NBD bank can group the two loans into one.  Brian passed out resolution for FPDB members present to sign which authorizes that the District:  a)  approved the $610,000, b) approved the $625,000, and      c) wishes to consolidate both loans. Brian announced that the closing on the loan will be November 21 at 10:00 a.m.   Motion to adopt resolution made by Jon and 2nd by Chuck.  All in favor and motion carried.  Resolution signed and copy attached (Attachment B).





3.  Chuck is working on behalf of the FPDB on obtaining funds from the Build Indiana Fund.





4.  January meeting date has been set for January 7, 1998, 7:00 p.m., White River Fire Headquarters.





5.  No public notice or budget order is required to renew the temporary loan.  





6.  Fire appeal hearing is December 12 at 10:00 a.m.  Both Butch Sutton and Chief Dutton will be attending.





7.  Insurance issues tabled until next meeting.





8.  Chief Dutton suggested a ‘sub-group’ to review the differences in the proposed Master Agreement between the FPDB and the FD.  Jon and Bill requested to participate on the committee.  Other members questioned whether all the FPDB was ‘on the same page’ with the agreement.  This would create problems sending just two FPDB members to iron out the differences.  It was agreed that this meeting would be adjourned into an executive session to discuss the FPDB’s stance on the revised contract proposal.





9.  Bill Patterson wants to commend the fire department on their efficient and professional response to his incident on October 28.  He feels that the fire department is doing an excellent job and that it is greatly appreciated.





10.  Chief Dutton distributed revised copies of the proposed Master Agreement (Attachment C).  He asked that it be tabled tonight so that everyone has a chance to review it for discussion at the next meeting.





11. Chief Dutton feels that the FD has not been communicating effectively with the FPDB.  Therefore, a monthly packet will be issued to all FPDB members which will include a newsletter, fire prevention activities, meeting minutes, monthly run summary, etc.   Butch wanted financial information included in the packet.





12.  Chief Dutton confirmed with Butch that the FD would be able to receive the loose equipment early.  Butch stated that it would not be a problem and that Brian would word the contract to state the same.
