         January 7, 1998  Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 7:01 p.m.   Present: Eric Reedy, Butch Sutton, Tug Sutton, Chuck Shufflebarger, Jon Raker, Eric Brown, Mike Dutton and Kim Clawson.

NEW BUSINESS

1. July 21 minutes read.  Motion by Chuck to accept as written.  2nd by Tug.  Motion passed and minutes stand as written.

2. July 31 minutes read.  Need to add Tug Sutton to list of those present.  Motion by Tug to accept with that change.  2nd by Chuck.  Motion passed and minutes stand with one correction.

3. October 21 minutes read.  Motion by Jon to accept as written.  2nd by Chuck.  Motion passed and minutes stand as written.

4. October 29 minutes read.  Motion by Chuck to accept with changes shown at the bottom of the month’s minutes.  2nd by Jon.  Motion passed and minutes stand with corrections.

5. November 6 minutes read.  Motion by Chuck to accept as written.  2nd by Jon.  Motion passed and minutes stand as written.

6. Nominations and elections for 1998 term.  Motion by Chuck to maintain same officers as 1997.  2nd by Jon.  All in favor and motion stands.  Chairman: Butch Sutton; Treasurer: Tug Sutton; Members:  Jon Raker, Bill Patterson, and Chuck Shufflebarger.

7. FYI the district board has been approved for the $10,000 excess levy for volunteer fire expenses.  

8. Discussion on “sweep” account.  Motion by Chuck to authorize Butch to execute all documents pertaining to same.  2nd by Jon.  All in favor and motion carried.

9. Discussion on tax anticipation loan for $260,000.  Motion by Tug to accept the resolution.  2nd by Jon.  All in favor and motion carried.  Resolution signed by board members present.

10. Gifting of fire department assets to district board.  Both attorneys feel that this can still go through, even though there is a property line dispute at station 51.  Motion by Chuck to approve the resolution to authorize Butch to complete the transaction.  2nd by Tug.  All in favor and motion carried.

11. Approval for contract with Curtis L. Coonrod, CPA was taken by phone vote on December 30 by Butch.  All in favor.  Eric has prepared letters to send to the Johnson County Auditor, NBD, etc. to notify them that he will be taking care of financial matters for the district board.  Eric does not need to be bonded because he will not be signing the checks.

12. Update by Jon on Master Agreement.  All went well at the last contract meeting between the district board and the fire department.  Both parties were understanding.  Most problems were believed to be in the “legal” wording.  One other problem is control over personnel issues.  It is understood that the district board does not wish to have control over daily operations.  

13. The new rescue should be in next month.  We are still waiting on a chassis for the tanker.  Once the chassis comes in it will be approximately 60 days.  Chief Dutton will contact Donley asap for a contract to be sent to the district board.  Donley asked that they be paid up front.  For many reasons it was decided not to do this. 0 for – 4 against.

14. Update by Chief Dutton on Build Indiana Fund.  Money will go straight to the fire department but they will turn it over to the district board, along with a supplemental budget to include such things as a Fire Marshal vehicle, Plymovent for the new rescue, emergency generator for station 51, etc.  Should get the money towards the end of February.  

15. Brian Bosma wrote a letter to the Greenwood Topics newspaper stating that they had over-charged for legal advertising by $162.  

16. Fire Department will be working with Capin Crouse accounting firm  this year for their annual audit.  Butch requested a comparison against the budget of year end expenditures.  $950 is still owed to the fire department by the district board.  We feel this was confused with the grant money that they received earlier in the year.  

17. Chief Dutton announced that the fire department’s annual meeting was held January 4 and elections were held.  President:  Chief Dutton; Secretary: Jeremy Pell; Treasurer: Scott Cassin; Members:  Mike Hoffman and Kevin Skipper.

18. Chief Dutton distributed ‘packets’ to district board members containing their staff meeting minutes from December 1997, year end income/expense report, newsletter, and roster.

19. Next meeting set for April 7, 1998 at station 51 at 7pm.

20. Motion by Jon to adjourn meeting.  2nd by Butch.  All in favor and motion carried.  Meeting adjourned to executive session to discuss Master Agreement at 8:35 p.m.
