         April 7, 1998  Meeting Minutes

Meeting called to order at 7:10 p.m.   

FPDB members present: Butch Sutton, Tug Sutton, Jon Raker, Bill Patterson.

Fire department members present: Mike Dutton, Jeremy Pell, Eric Brown.

Others present:  Eric Reedy, Brian Bosma, Kim Clawson, Kevin Mickey, and Lou Zickler.

NEW BUSINESS

1. 1.  Cumulative Fund Discussion.

Brian Bosma advised that the best thing to do with the money received from the Build Indiana Fund is to place it in the Cumulative Fund then appropriate it later on.  Brian stated that, according to Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, there is no set definition for “capital outlay”.  Chief Dutton stated that the fire department has been advised by their accounting firm, Capin Crouse, that for the department’s purpose it is generally a single item costing more than $500 that lasts at least one year.  

Motion made by Bill Patterson and 2nd by Jon Raker to pass the resolution to establish the Cumulative Fund and allow Butch Sutton to take further action with it as needed.  3 for – 1 against.  Motion carries and resolution signed.

2.  Minutes from February 23, 1998 read. Motion made by Bill Patterson and 2nd by Tug Sutton to accept minutes as written.  All in favor and motion carries.

3. Treasurer’s report from Eric Reedy:

General Operating Fund = $204,348.91

Capital Projects Fund = $1,139,612.04   

TOTAL Cash Balance = $1,343,960.95

· Brian discussed Asset Gifting balances.  

· National City Bank (fire engine loan) was paid off at $72,033.56.  Brian has made several attempts at obtaining the title for this vehicle, however to no avail.  Brian requested permission from the FPDB to pursue it more severely.  All in favor.

· Midwest Bankers Group (station loan) has not been paid off yet due to conflicting payoff amounts given.  Brian will continue to research it, but it appears that the payoff is $491,000.  Brian has been authorized by the FPDB to make final payment on this.

· Still no final determination on property boundaries at Headquarters.  The FPDB has settled on a price of $800 to purchase the small amount of property that the fire department has acquired by accident.  We are still waiting on the owner to respond to our request.  Brian Bosma with contact Joe Pitcher to confirm that when the deed is created, it is in the name of the Fire Protection District Board, not the fire department.

4. Presentation by Lou Zickler and Kevin Mickey (Polis Center) on analyzing growth of the district.  Taking response locations into consideration, this can be helpful for placement of stations as well as apparatus.

5. Chief Dutton announced that he has had a couple of phone calls complaining about the “subscription” mailers distributed by Rural Metro Ambulance.  He stated that since he was notified by this Board not to act on it, he has forwarded all calls to EMAS Ambulance.
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6. ATTACHMENTS A & B.  Chief Dutton distributed a fifteen year plan and a proposed 1999 budget to the FPDB.  Brian mentioned that in order to get the career battalion chiefs (proposed for 1999) into PERF, they must be employees of the FPDB.  Butch requested that this be tabled until the May meeting to give everyone a chance to review this information.  All in favor.

7. Next meeting will be Wednesday, May 13, 1998 at Headquarters, 1086 South Runyon Road, at 7:00 p.m.  Butch announced that the main purpose of this meeting is to review the department’s fifteen year plan, justify it’s contents, and determine it’s impact on taxpayers.

8. Motion made by Bill and 2nd by Tug to adjourn meeting.  All in favor and motion carries.  Meeting adjourned at 9:30 p.m.
