Meeting Minutes

August 10, 1998

FPDB Present – Butch Sutton, Bill Patterson, and Paul Kite.

FD Present – Mike Dutton, Eric Brown, Jeremy Pell, Kevin Skipper, and Mike Hoffman.

Others Present – Kim Clawson, Eric Reedy, Brian Bosma, and Joe Pitcher.

1. Meeting called to order at 1908 hrs.

2. July 28 meeting minutes were taken by Chuck Shufflebarger and are not available tonight.

3. Eric Reedy distributed copies of the amended Form1 for the special fire general fund as discussed at the last meeting.  Motion to adopt budget made by Bill and 2nd by Paul.  All in favor and motion carries.  Budget adopted and signed by those present.  Attachment A.
4. Floor opened for discussion on resolution to incur indebtedness for purchase of Quint.  Brian Bosma explained the process/time line for this project.  After the resolution is approved, it will be advertised, then there will be a 30 day remonstrance period.  On September 23, we will appear before the local tax control board to make the presentation for the Quint.  Could go to bid as early as October 8, provided we receive approval from the tax board.  After no discussion, motion made by Paul to approve resolution to incur indebtedness, not to exceed $825,000, for the purchase of Quint.  2nd by Bill.  All in favor, motion passed, and resolution signed.

5. Mike Hoffman wondered if the State would get ‘tired’ of our continual requests for capital outlays.  Eric Reedy replied that State statute says that we have to prove a need and we must not exceed our 2% debt limit, which we are well away from.

6. Brian Bosma distributed a summary of vehicle bidding procedures.  Attachment B.

7. Chief Dutton mentioned that he had a meeting with Dan Maples, White River Trustee, who has offered to possible be a part of a White River Township Government Complex at our Smith Valley/37 site.  He has indicated that Johnson county Government would possible like to place a satellite Health Department and Planning Office in his building.  Butch pointed out that if they build, it would generate less CAGIT for us.  Topic referred to Fire Department’s board for further consideration since it is their land.

8. Chief Dutton stated that after a discussion with the fire department’s insurance agent, Robin Corbin, the FPDB has an Errors and Omissions Policy available to it for an additional $56 per year.  Chief Dutton mentioned that he would pass information on to Butch soon as it was made available to him.

9. Chief Dutton notified the FPDB that station 51 has been cited for improper sewage drainage by the Johnson County Board of Health and we have been ordered to remedy the problem immediately.  According to a bid received from Donnie Taulman (contractor), it will cost $3,000 for new drain lines to be installed and another $3,000 if we decide to replace the tank as well.  Eric Reedy stated that since this is an emergency expenditure, and inner fund loan can be performed as long an appropriation is made at a later date to replace the money in that fund.  Mike Hoffman suggested that we replace the drain lines first and see if that remedies the problem for the short time we plan on remaining in this building.  If it does not, we can always go back later and replace the tank.  All agreed.  Motion made by Bill to approve the inner fund loan to repair/replace drain lines at station 51.  2nd by Paul.  All in favor and motion carries.

10. Eric Reedy distributed a new copy of the Fiscal Plan which includes an increase for changes in personnel.  This also shows a one time increase in the maximum levy.  Attachment C.

11. Discussion opened on FPDB role in personnel management.  Butch stated that he wanted ideas on the issues that were going to need work.  Those included:  organization of system and Chief Dutton’s employer (FPDB or FD?), PERF, how the volunteer fire department would be affected, contract between the two entities, etc.  Butch directed Mike Hoffman and Kevin Skipper to chair a sub committee to investigate how the volunteer fire department would be affected in this transition and to report back at the September meeting.

12. Butch stated that the September meeting would address the following topics:  cumulative fund, merit system, organization structure, and a report from the volunteer fire department’s sub committee.

13. Motion made by Bill and 2nd by Paul to adjourn meeting.  All in favor and motion carries.  Meeting adjourned at 2113 hours.
