October 14, 1998

1. Meeting called to order at 7:30 p.m. after adjournment of the Executive Session which was called to order at 7:00 p.m.  

2. September 16 minutes read with two changes:  Item 2 – Jon & Butch (not Jon & Bill) are covered under the insurance bond; Item 7 – Mr. Borst is a Senator not a Representative.  Motion by Bill and 2nd by Paul to accept minutes with changes as noted.  All in favor and motion carries.

3. Treasurer’s report by Eric Reedy:

4. Chief Dutton requested that the FPDB, per the contract, review and approve a funds transfer of $3,000 from Part Time Wages to EMS Supplies and $2,500 from Part Time Wages to Vehicle Fuel.  Questions arose as to the actual wording of the contract.  Everyone present believes that the amount in question can be approved by the Chairman of the Board.  Butch approved the transfers and Chief Dutton will make the transfers accordingly.

5. Discussion on purchase of the new Quint.  It was recently taken before the State Tax Commission where two members voted against it, stating that the ladder was too long for our district.  Although it is still under consideration, Brian Bosma feels that it will go through.

6. Chief Dutton stated that after recent repairs it seems as thought the sewer may be temporarily fixed.  Please keep in mind that we have not had enough rain to truly test it.

7. Eric Reedy stated that he had reviewed a copy of the FD’s annual audit and said it looks fine.  

8. Chief Dutton is still trying to arrange a meeting between himself, Trustee maples, and Senator Borst to review possible changes in legislation.

9. Motion by Chuck and 2nd by Bill to approve the additional appropriations needed for the sewer project and capital out lay list from Chief Dutton – total of $ 68,670.  All in favor and motion carries.

10. Brian Bosma received a letter from Tom Parker (PERF) stating that the White River Township Fire Protection District is eligible for the 1977 fund.  A resolution will need to be signed to enter that fund.

11. Brian Bosma stated that according to State Law, he did not believe that a Merit Board could be established – it would have to be a Safety Board.

12. Mike Hoffman, as a member of the Water’s Edge community, announced to everyone present that those living in that community want to sign a contract with WRTFD to provide fire and EMS coverage to that area (currently located in BFD’s district).  There are only five houses in the community at this 
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time, but it is slated for 75 more houses.  Mike is trying to arrange a meeting between Trustee Maples and BFD’s Chief White.  Butch stated that if that meeting goes well, then this will not be an issue.

13. Butch asked everyone to come to the November 9 meeting ready to approve several issues.  The priorities are hiring, merit/safety board, benefits, etc.

14. Motion made by Chuck and 2nd by Paul to adjourn the meeting.  All in favor and motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 9:00 p.m.  Next meeting November 9, station 51, 7:00 p.m.
