Standard Operating Guideline

For

Auxiliary Response to Major Incidents

I. Purpose

To ensure an understanding for the response of auxiliary members to the scene of major incidents.

II. Scope

This guideline shall apply to all emergency operations and/or training exercises where rehab functions of the auxiliary will be needed, as defined per NFPA and OSHA regulations.

III. Responsibilities

Auxiliary members who are available to respond at the time of an incident shall do the following:

A. Respond to station on all major incidents as per NFPA and OSHA   

      regulations, or as requested by the Incident Commander (IC).

B. The auxiliary member will then ready the vehicle that they are going to   

      respond in with rehab supplies.  This should give time for any additional  

      auxiliary members to respond to the station.

C. If asked to chauffer a department vehicle, AT NO TIME WILL AN

     AUXILIARY MEMBER OPERATE USING LIGHTS AND/OR 

     SIRENS.

D. Once the division is ready, one member shall mark en-route to the scene with Johnson County Fire Dispatch on the assigned talk group, request address confirmation and check the map book before leaving the station.

E. On arrival at the scene, one member shall mark on scene with Johnson County Fire Dispatch on the assigned talk group.  ALL AUXILIARY MEMBERS SHALL USE EXTREME CAUTION NOT TO COVER THE RADIO TRAFFIC OF ON-SCENE PERSONNEL.

F. If, at any time, an auxiliary member or members are preparing to leave station and see another auxiliary member arrive on station, they shall wait for that member to board the vehicle before leaving, if room allows otherwise, make arrangements.

G. Once on the scene, the auxiliary will establish and operate the rehab unit or sector based on the department’s standard operating guideline for emergency incident rehabilitation.  All auxiliary members operating on a scene shall be identified as such by donning reflective safety vests and/or department clothing.

H. Once the scene has been assessed the highest-ranking member may initiate the Auxiliary Call Tree.

I. The highest-ranking auxiliary members on the scene will be in charge of the rehab and will be identified as the rehab sector officer.  They will report to the Incident Commander and/or the Operations Sector Officer and Liaison Officer at the scene, depending on the size of the incident.

J. If, at any time, a higher-ranking auxiliary member should arrive on the scene and deem it necessary, they may take command of the rehab sector if they wish to do so.  This shall be done in a professional manner and a thorough update of the incident and rehab operations shall be communicated between the two.  The IC shall be notified of the change.

K. Any incidents encountered during rehab operations shall be reported, at the rehab officer’s discretion, to the IC.  If the IC is unavailable, incidents can be reported to any WRTFD Chief Officer, again at the discretion of the rehab officer.  These incidents may include, but are not limited to, firefighter injury/illness, uncooperative behavior, equipment failure, etc.
