I would like to thank all who attended the Hazmat Technician class.  I heard several comments from the instructors regarding the quality and professionalism of our organization, our top of the line equipment and apparatus, and the participation and commitment of our personnel to make the class successful.  Also, I would like to thank all who filled in open shifts to keep staffing levels appropriate.  Lastly, I would like thank Chief Thacker and Captain Hart for making the class possible.  

Vehicle lock out kits have been placed on Engine 51 and Ladder 53.  Also, elevator key sets have been added to Engine 52 and Engine 53.  

The company that makes the Chimfex chimney extinguishers burned down a couple of years ago and there are no companies that make this product.  We are down to only a couple of Chimfexes left on the apparatus.  From now on, we will be keeping “chimney bags” on the apparatus.  These are zip lock bags filled with ABC multipurpose chemical.  During a chimney fire, a crew will need to dump the chemical down the flue.  Please make sure the damper is closed and the flue is covered on the roof.  This will work the same as the Chimfex.  There will be a 5 gallon bucket of ABC multipurpose chemical at HQ in the upstairs equipment lock up if refills are needed.  If you have any questions, please see Battalion Chief Slauter.

Reminder that the protocols are changing slightly starting 3-1-07. Here are the highlights:
SOR:  A call is required for age <1. This was previously age <3.

 

Allergic reaction amended to allow treatment for itchy rash only. In the past there was no treatment offered for this. The rationale is to improve patient comfort.

 

Pain management amended to allow treatment for any painful condition. This DOES NOT require the medics to give pain meds if they think the patient is drug seeking. This should allow for more medic judgment than the previous protocol. Also, the initial Fentanyl dose has been increased.

 

Vomiting. The med has been changed to Metaclopramide. (Reglan) This was changed due to some medics complaining the phenergan is too sedating. Reglan is less sedating than phenergan and has less incidence of dystonic reactions. You may use up all of your phenergan before changing if you wish.

 

C-spine amended to give medics more judgment.

 

The crichothryotomy protocol has been simplified, and is more consistent with how we have been teaching it.
