  Administration News

Unfortunately, I have no new news on when Chief Pell will begin in the office.  The one thing outside of our control is the PERF acceptance.  Even though he already is a member, there are still some hoops we need to jump through to transfer his account to our department.  I would suspect we are still several weeks out however.

Station 51 is finally beginning to take its final shape.  The inside is quickly nearing completion and the outside landscape work is slated to begin on August 7th.  The phone line boring was started last evening so we should now be able to finish the paving next week.  The next on-site meeting is scheduled for Wednesday (8th) and a FINAL completion date is expected to be set.
