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  Administration News

Chief Pell has completed all of his PERF-required items and is now waiting on the results of the PERF board hearing.  It is anticipated at this time for him to start working somewhere in the vicinity of September 1st.  He will however be in and out of each of the stations next week for visitations and meetings.

As of today, the Station 51 project has a substantial completion date set of August 20th.  I personally believe that this might be a bit optimistic.  I would give it an additional two weeks after that.  Then we begin the punch list period which will probably take two to four weeks.  This puts us at the middle to end of September for a move.  This is VERY tentative and could swing either way depending on many factors out of our control.


The district board gave final approval at Tuesday’s meeting to move ahead with the purchase of 1.5 acres of land at Fairview and Bluff Roads for the future Station 54.

The department also received approval from the County on Monday to move forward with the sewer line for Station 53.  The line will run down Smith Valley to the Wakefield lift station.  Engineering drawings are currently being drafted.

Station 51 (on Runyon Road) will go up for sale sometime next month once we know for sure when the final move date is.  It will be sold by a sealed bid process.

We have started the GIS mapping project for Johnson County.  The company officers have been informed of project details.  Station 53 has already been working in their response area.  As soon as it cools down a little, I will get maps to the other stations.  Our goal is to have this project completed by October 1. See Battalion Chief Slauter with any questions.  

Slowly but surely, the new engine is moving along.  It is scheduled for striping at Square One next Monday.  Captain Arkins is almost done with tool mounting.  The computer tray has been ordered and is due on Friday.  We are still waiting on the fire hose to be delivered.  Engineer Combs is working on radio installation.  See Captains Arkins with any questions.

The battalions have all consolidated into one vehicle.  We are trading in one battalion explorer and the two expeditions with the purchase of the new battalion vehicle.  Currently, one of the battalion explorers is now a pool car.  When all is done, we will have an explorer for a back up battalion and an explorer for fire prevention.  The new battalion expedition is due in this week.  Also, with the consolidation of battalion vehicles, a laptop is now available and it has been put on Ladder 53.  That is all for now, stay smart and be safe.
