After talking to MSA at FDIC, it appears we will be receiving new PASS devices for our current packs.  These work on a new type of technology, no longer the ball and track method.  We will give you more information when it is received.  We are still working on purchasing the new SCBAs in the near future.

We will be purchasing new intake valves for all four engines.  This is a TFT intake that is currently on Engine 53.  Joe Marsh is currently in the process of purchasing them.  If money is left over at the end of the year, an additional intake valve will be purchased for the tanker.

Captain Arkins is investigating prices for the purchase of a cyanide meter.  It will either be a stand alone unit or part of a new four gas monitor.  This item will be kept on Battalion 5 and will be used to monitoring structures for SCBA removal.  Many new studies have shown a direct link between firefighter death and cyanide poisoning from products of combustion.    

We will be upgrading our radios in the near future as part of the MECA upgrade to digital.  Chief Pell and Mike Combs are working with MECA to organize and facilitate reprogramming schedules.  Also, Mike is aware of the problem with New Whiteland Ops 11 and is working on the problem.
