When entering street names on the basic screen tab for Firehouse NFIRS reports, please make sure you select the street name menu using the F2 key.  Just because Fire Control enters the street name, that doesn’t mean it is correct.  Also, if a room or apartment number is given, please enter that information in the area provided.  This may seem trivial, but it is necessary in order to extract the correct data from Firehouse.  Please see your Battalion Chief if you have any questions.
