The computer upgrades were approved at the December District Board meeting. The upgrades consist of switching from the wireless system we currently use to T1 and Comcast cable lines. We will also be reconfiguring our current server setup at headquarters. The orders have been placed for the installation of the T1 lines to station 51 and 52. This should occur within the next month. We will test the system and work out any bugs before transferring the wireless system to the hard-line system. We will also be replacing a few of the older computers that we have in our department as well as new printers and copiers for the stations. I will keep everyone updated as these changes take place.


Over the last few years we have talked about installing a video conferencing system in the department. We have looked at many systems and have tried to put together a package that meets the needs of the department. We had three companies bid on the project and Boyer Networks presented the best package for the dollar amount. This information was presented at the December District Board meeting and was approved. This system will allow companies at the three stations to be linked together via cameras, microphones, and monitors. You may watch a training session live via the internet or view it later as this system has a DVR feature that will allow all session to be recorded and watch later using a secure internet login. This will allow the companies to stay in service on station for a majority of classroom sessions, including Audit and Review, as well as many shift and department meetings. This will also assist the night time personnel in obtaining EMS in service lecture hours as well as keeping up with departmental changes. The order has been placed for this equipment as well and Boyer Networks will provide a timeline as to the completion date for this project. This is an exciting project but will be successful with the correct procedures in place. All members will be properly trained in its use and accessibility. 

There will be a lot of technology upgrades in the next several months. I ask that you exercise patience as we work to complete these projects. The goal is to make the system more efficient and effective for the end user, you.
