Swift water suits have been placed on Engine 52 and 53 for use.  These suits are designed to be used for water rescue emergencies prior to the arrival of Station 51 apparatus during extreme life safety events.  These suits are not the Ice Commander type, but more general water use.  Chief Pell wanted these suits available on the apparatus after the flooding events this summer.  These suits can be used in cold water and ice for short periods of time safely.  Also, Captain Settles has ordered thermal protection that may be worn under the swift water suit.  Please see your Station Captain with any questions.
